Dear students,

First of all, please take out your English book IT-Matters.
last time we met, we were starting on Unit 2.(p.17) so just in order to warm up, please read the sales talk Advice from a PC specialist no. 3 (p.18/ transcript at  p. 117f) once more , if possible using your voice, thus practising once more the correct pronunciation of the words.

Afterwards read through the Grammar box about the question forms and do no.4 practice a) in writing and b) orally.

In the second go do the other part. You may take notes, but don't write down whole sentences, This will prevent you from speeking freely!

Final question no8: Do you have any further safety tips which were not mentioned so far?

Write them down, please.

And don't forget to learn the vocabulary in the chronological vocabulary at p.140/141 (page 17-22).
